					28, the Holy Spirit intercedes for us according to God's will, highlighting the  

					transformationpowerof prayerinaligningourdesireswith God'spurposes.  

					To effectively engage in intercessory prayer, individuals, groups, and churches are  

					encouragedtoorganizeprayerchaintogeteveryoneinvolved.  

					There are certain rules guiding intercessory prayer which you must take into cognizance.  

					First is, you must know you're not interceding for yourself. The prayer of intercession is  

					alwaysonbehalfof someoneelse.

Not only must you be  

					persistent, you must also continue in prayer for as long as it takes for it to work. In the  

					prayer of intercession, you don't stop praying until you get that note of victory in your  

					spiritandarecertainthatyouhavewhatyouaskedfor.
