Psalm 63:3-4 TLB “…Your love and kindness are better to me than life itself. How I praise 

you! I will bless you as long as I live, lifting up my hands to you in prayer.”

Where are you in your life today? What situation are you facing that seems insurmountable? 

Don't give up. Don't call a pity-party. Don't feel alone and forsaken; adopt the praise 

strategy. Praise God profusely from your spirit, not in anticipation of victory, but in victory. 

Praise Him, knowing that He always causes us to triumph in Christ, and makes manifest the 

savour of His knowledge by us in every place (2 Corinthians 2:14). Blessed be God! 

Complainers can't be fruitful in every good work; they can't be effective soul winners. 

Instead, complainers gripe about their perceived misfortune. Don't be that way; rather, give 

thanks. David said, “…I will bless the Lord at all times; His praise shall continually be in my 

mouth” (Psalm 34:1).

Fasting is a spiritual exercise, and it's one of the vital conditions 

necessary for effective praying. Fasting isn't the same as a 

hunger strike, neither is it about avoiding meals. After all, there 

are folks who sometimes wouldn't eat over a long period of time, 

probably because they're busy; that doesn't mean they're fasting. 

Fasting means turning your attention away from food, and 

turning it to God. As they ministered to the Lord, and fasted, the 

Holy Ghost said, Separate me Barnabas and Saul for the work 

where unto I have called them (Acts 13:2). 

Let’s
Talk

Sometimes as Christians, we miss God's order of things. God is a God of order, and order 

gives meaning to things. For example, all around the world, people tend to confuse the order 

and say, “fasting and praying,” instead of “praying and fasting.” Praying comes before fasting 

in the Scriptures. Not understanding the right order may account for the reason many people 

fast without praying, which is largely a waste of time and effort. The emphasis should be on 

praying. It's a call to prayer, and because you're praying, you're consciously staying away from 

eating. The fast is on, because you're praying, not because you're not eating.

Acts 13:2 says, “As they ministered to the Lord, and fasted, the Holy Ghost said….” Notice 

the order: they ministered to the Lord and fasted. How do you minister to the Lord? It's in 

worship, prayer, praise and thanksgiving. The focus was on ministering to the Lord, and 

because of this, they fasted. Then the Lord spoke to them after they had prayed.



When you take out time to pray, fast and minister to the Lord, you discipline your esh in 

submission to the Word. This makes your spirit more receptive to God's Spirit, breaking down 

every resistance from your human senses, thus aiding your spirit to pray more correctly. Fasting 

also positions you rightly for God's Word to come to you. God may have been speaking to you, 

but you may not have picked His signals. But when you pray and fast, your spirit is conditioned 

to receive the guidance and direction He's giving you about your life, nances, family, 

academics, the future and something that's dear to you or that you're interested in. 

This is God's will and purpose: He desires to talk to you personally and to have you understand 

Him clearly. He wants to do that for you more than you want it. The truth is, He's been doing it. 

But when your spirit is clouded with other matters, you can't hear Him clearly. That's the reason 

for fasting. We don't fast so God can hear our prayers, or so we can convince Him to do 

something for us. Fasting helps to position you where His Word can come to you, lift you, 

energize you, and position you to be in sync with His perfect will. Praise God!
